Attic Fan or Roof Vent

This is the time of year to go into the attic to do work - it's not too hot up there yet!

If you want a fan to cool off the attic area, install 1 or 2 attic roof exhaust fans and
equal sized vent(s) on either side of the attic gable end. A 10" automatic roof fan
would need at least two 10” attic louvers in the gable of the attic. Set the tempera-
ture control to your taste. You will need a carpenter and an electrician to complete
the job.

If you want a ceiling attic fan to cool off the house living area, you will need a 24",
30" or 36" ceiling fan with the equivalent area or more square inch area of louvers in
the gable of the attic. The ceiling fan can have a timer switch to go off after a set
time, maybe after you are asleep. On those hot nights, remember to open only the
windows or doors where you want the cool are to come in. This way, the cool air will
pass over you and keep you cool.

A window at least the size of the fan MUST BE OPENED for the fan to work. Too
many windows or doors open at the same time will only slow the flow of the cool air.

Both of these jobs are NOT easy and require a lot of climbing and ladder work, in
addition to cutting ceiling joists! Inexperienced mistakes can be VERY costly. Your
best bet is to hire a general contractor who can do all the cutting-in of the fans and
louvers as well as provide the electrician when needed.

2 attic exhaust fans in the roof with 2 equivalent sized louvers, including labor could

cost approximately $800.00 to $1,000.00. A 30" ceining fan with a minimum of one
30" louver, including labor could cost $700.00 to $900.00.
